A top city official sounded ini-
tial support for the solar compo-
nent yesterday, saying it would
help advance Mayor Thomas M.

megawatts of solar power in the

| city by 2015. Currently, the city

has solar installations that
produce about 1 megawatt of so-
lar power and others under de-
velopment that would combine
to produce another 1 megawatt.

“This reduces energy de-
mand, saves money for residents,
and advances the city’s green-
house reduction goals,” said Jim
Hunt, the city’s director of energy
and environment.

State Environmental Secre-
tary Ian Bowles daid Rosenthal
was required to éxamine energy
use alternatives tmder the state’s
environmental permitting stat-
ute. He said the solar farm would
be the largest in the state, eclips-
ing the 425-kilowatt Brightfield
developmentin Brockton.

“This is emblematic of the
kind of clean-energy installations
we're looking for in major real es-
tate developments,” Bowles said.
“What we’re finding in the real
estate community is that making
these green commitments is
often far more cost effective and
practical than widely believed.”

Last year, the state began of-
fering rebates to encourage busi-
nesses and residents to install so-
lar panels on their properties.
The cost of solar panels has also
decreased because there are now
many more installers available in
Massachusetts, 75 compared to
just 25 a year ago, Bowles said.

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EnerNOC already man-
ages 2,000 megawatts of ca-
pacity throughout the United
States, chief executive Tim
Healy said. The company
does business with several
states, including Connecti-
cut, Rhode Island, and Ver-
mont, and also has agree-
ments to reduce energy use
with the Tennessee Valley Au-
thority, Tampa Electrie Co. in
Florida, Public Service Com-
pany of New Mexico, and
others.

from both federal and state in-
centive programs. He said he will
not seek additional aid to help
pay for construction of his devel-
opment.

The One Kenmore develop-
ment also includes construction
of 2 new Yawkey commuter rail
station and access roads into the
property. The state earmarked
$24 million to pay for those up-
grades from a previously ap-
proved economic stimulus plan.

The Red Sox are a minority
partner in One Kenmore. The
New York Times Co., owner of
the Globe, is part owner of the
company that owns the team.

Construction of Yawkey sta-
tion is expected to begin in 2010,
with work on One Eenmore to
startin late 2010 or 2011.
